Diving in Roatan (After Roxanne)

This video presents a comprehensive tour of the coral reefs surrounding Roatan and Honduras in Central America. During the shoot, the group was hit daily with backlashes from hurricane Roxanne, but with a persistent captain, crew and group of divers, all adversities were overcome.

In a little more than thirty minutes, you will be introduced to over one hundred marine animals of the Caribbean. The fish and animal identifications follow a logical family order, making it easier for the viewer to visualize many similarities between these organisms.

With the underwater visibility being lower than normal, Roger spent a lot of time capturing on video, many of the smaller critters that may be overlooked by divers. As you glide through the different areas of the reef, you will see cleaner gobies inspect Roger’s hand, as well as an interesting interaction with a milk conch. One night dive was also devoted to finding nothing but small crabs, snails, and nudibranchs.
