Nassau Underwater

Get up-close and personal to the marine life found around Nassau, Bahamas while Roger uses the Atlantis I rebreather for the first time. A rebreather is a semi-closed breathing system that does not release loud noisy bubbles like the traditional scuba regulator. This will allow an approach to many impressive ocean creatures like spotted eagle rays and pilot whales easier and faster without frightening them away, as well as look deep inside of a tiger grouper’s mouth to watch tiny gobies clean any unwanted debris from this fish.

Nassau and its surrounding reefs have been used extensively as movie sets through the years for productions such as “Flipper” and also a number of James Bond movies. Many of the props for these movies still remain underwater, creating gorgeous artificial reefs for the benefit of sea life and divers alike.

Not only will you witness a few black jacks stalking a school of juvenile creole wrasses, but you will also see what it’s like to swim with Caribbean Reef sharks and get a whole new perspective of them as they feed on bait that is taken down specifically for this purpose.
